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DESTINY EAST OWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC,

ARTICLE
GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section 1. Identity, These are the Bylaws of DESTINY EAST OWNERS
ASSOCIATION. INC.. a Florida not-for-profit corporation. incorporated under Chapter 617 of the
Flonida Statutes. the ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION of which were filed in the Office of the
Secretary of State on the 3rd day of April. 1996. The DESTINY EAST OWNERS ASSOCIATION.
INC. hereinafter called "Association” has been organized for the purpose of administering the
operation and management of DESTINY EAST. hereinafter referred to as the "Property”. established
by Declarant according to the Destiny East Declaration of Covenants, Conditions. Restrictions and
Easements.

Section 2. Bylaws Subject to Other Documents. The provisions of these Bylaws are
expressly subject to the terms. provisions and conditions contained in the ARTICLES OF
INCORPORATION of DESTINY EAST OWNERS ASSOCIATION. INC.. referred to herein as
the "Articles” and subject to the terms, provisions and conditions contained in the DESTINY EAST
DECLARATION OF COVENANTS, CONDITIONS, RESTRICTIONS AND EASEMENTS.
referred to herein as "Declaration” which will be recordad in the Public Records of Okaloosa County,
Florida. -

Section 3. Applicability. All Owners. tenants and occupants, their agents. servants,
invitees. licensees and employees that use the Property. or any part thereof, arc subject to these By-
Laws, the Articles. Declaration and Rules and Regulations as promulgated from time to time.

Scction 4. Qfficc, The office of the Association shall be at 1965 Highway 98 East.
Destin, Florida 32541, or at any other place designated hy the Association.

Section 5. Seal, The scal of the Association shall bear the name of the Association. the
word "FLORIDA." the words "CORPORATION NOT-FOR-PROFIT." and the vycar of
incorporation.

Section 6. Definitions,  All definitions set forth in the Declarativn are hereby adopted
by reference as though set forth herein verbatim.
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ARTICLEII
v i

Section 1. Qualification of Members, Etc. The qualification of Members. the manner

of qualification for membership and termination of such membership, and voting by Members. shall
be determincd by those provisions set forth in the Declaration. Articles and in these Bylaws.

Section 2. Quorum. At least thirty pereent (30%) of the Members of the Association
shall constitute a quorum at any Members' meeting. The joinder of a Member in the action of a
meeting by signing and concurming in the minutes thereof. ar by signing an attendance list if written
minutes are not available, shall constitute the presence of such person for the purpose of determining
a quorum,

Section 3. Classes of Members. For voting purposes. the Association shall have two (2)
classes of membership which Members shall be entitled to cast the respective votes as provided in
Article 4 of the Declaration.

Section 4. Vouing: Proxigs. With the exception of voting to clect Directors. voles may
be cast by Members in person or by limiled proxy. All limited proxies shall be in writing. dated.
signed by the Member entitled to vote. shall state the date. time and place of the mecting for which
it is to be used. shall be filed with the Secretary of the Association prior to. or at. the mecting at
which they are to be used, and shall only be effective for the specific meeting for which eriginally
given and any lawfully adjourned meetings thereof. In no event shall any proxy be valid for a period
longer than ninety (90) days after the date of the first meeting for which it was given. Every proxy
shall be revocable at any time at the pleasure of the person executing it. Holders of proxies nced not
be Qwners. The Board of Directors. may. in its discretion, prescribe a form for written proxics.

Section 5. Majorty Vote. The acts approved by a majority of the Members shall be
hinding upon all Owners for all purposes. except where othenwise provided by law, the Declaration.
the Arnticles and these Byvlaws. As used in these Bylaws, the Articles or the Declaration. the term
“majurity of the Members" shall mean a majerity of the votes of Members.

ARTICLE 1

Section 1. Annual Mecting, The Annual Members Mecting of the Association shali be
held hetween January 2 and Apnil 30 of each year on a date and at a time and placc set by the Board
of Directors. The purpose of the meeting shall be. without limitation. to clect Directors and to
transact any other business authonzed to be transacted by the Members. or as stated in the notice of
the mecting sent to Members in advance thereof.  Nolwithstanding anything to the contrary
contained herein, until control of the Association is turned over as provided in Adicle 4 of the
Declaration, all Directors shall be appointed by the Declarant.

Scction 2. Special Mestings, Special Members' Meetings shall be held at such places
as provided herein for annual mectings. and may be called by the President or by a majonty of the
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-Board of Directors of the Association. and must be called by the President or Secretary upon receipt
of a written request from a majority of the Members of the Association. The business conducted at
a special meeting shall be limited to that stated in the notice of the meeting.

Section 3. Notice of Meeting: Waiver of Notige, Notice of all Members” meetings.
regular or special. shall be given by the President. Vice President or Secretary of the Association,
or in the absence of such Officers. by any other Officer of the Association 10 each Member and
voting representative at their address as the same is on file with the Association from time to time.
unless such notice is waived in writing. Such notice will be written and will state the time. place and
object for which the meeting is called. Such notice shall be given or mailed to each Member and
voting representative not less than ten (10) days nor more than sixty (60) days prior to the date set
for such meeting. 1f hand delivered. confirmation of delivery to the Member and voting
representative shall be signed by the person delivering such notice, Unless a Member or voting
representative waives in writing the night to receive notice of the annual meeting by maii. the notice
of the annual meeting shall be sent by mail to each Member and voting representative at their post
office address as it appears on the records of the Association and the post office centificate of mailing
shall be retained as proof of such mailing. Notice of a special meeting. if mailed. shall be deemed
to be properly given when deposited in the United States mail. first class. postage prepaid. and
addressed o the voting representative or Member. as the case may be. at his post office address as
it appears on the records of the Association. Proof of such mailing shall be given by the affidavit
of the person giving the natice.

Section 4. Adjourned Meetings, If any Mcmbers' meeting cannot be convencd because
a quorum is not present. the Member who is present. may adjourn the meeting from time to time
until a quorum is present. provided notice of the newly scheduled mecting is given in the manner
required for the giving of notice of a mecting. Lxcept as required above, proxics given for the
adjourncd meeting shall be valid for the newly scheduled meeting unless revoked for reasons other
than the new date of the meeting.

Section 5. Chairman, Until the Declarant has tumned over control of the Association
according to the provisions of Article 4 of the Declaration, the President or, in his absence. a Vice
President shall preside at Members' meetings, as destgnated by the Declarant. After the Declarant
has turmned over control of the Association. the President or. in his absence. a Vice President shall
preside at Members' meetings. In the absence of koth such officers the Board of Dircctors shall
select a Chairman.

Section 6. Order of Busingss, The order of business at Annual Members' Mectings and.

as far as practical. at any other Members' meetings. shall be:

(a) Call to order by President or Chairman:

In the order of business, matters (h). (i}, and {j} shall appear on the agenda only afier
turmever of control of the Association as provided in Article 4 of the Declaration.

Section 7. Minutes of Meeting, The minutes of all meetings of Members shall be kept
in a book available for inspection by Members or their authorized representatives and Board
members at any reasonable time at the principal office of the Association. where copies may be
purchased at a reasonable cost. The Association shall retain these minutes for at least seven (7)

vears.

Section 8. jon Wi A Meeting V Anything to the contrary hercin
notwithstanding. to the extent lawful. anyv action required to be taken at any Annual or Special
meeting of Members, or any action which may be taken at any Annual or Special meeting of such
Members. may be taken without 2 meeting. without prior notice and without a volc if a consent in
writing. setting forth the action so taken. shall be signed by the Members having not less than the
minimum number of votes that would be necessary to authorize or take such action at a meeting of
Members of which a quorum of Members {or authorized persons) entitled to vote thereon were
present and voted. Within ten (10) days after obtaining such autharization hy written consent. notice
must be giver to Members who have not consented in writing. The notice shall fairly summarize
the material features of the authorized action.

Scction 9. Waiver of Notice, Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in the
Articles, Declaration or these Bylaws, notice of any regular or special meeting of the Members of
the Assoctation may be waived by any Member and voting representative before. during or after any
such meeting, which waiver shall be in writing and shall be deemed to be that Member's and voting
representative’s receipt of notice of such meeting.

ARTICLE TV
BCARD OF DIRECTORS

Section 1. Management of Association, The affairs of the Association shall be governed
by 2 BOARD OF DIRECTORS. hereinafter sometimes referred to as the "Roard ™

Section 2. Board of Directors,

Al The Roeard of Directors shall consist of at least three (3) but no more than nine (9)
Directors. Directors need not be Owners. The iritial Board of Directors shall contain three {3)
Directors designated by the Declarant. The Declarant may increase or decrease the number of
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- Directors serving on the Board. in the Declarant’s sole discretion, prior to transfer of control of the
Board as more particularly described in Section 3 hereinbelow.

B. The Declarant shall have the absolute right at any time in its sole discretion. to
remove any member or members of the Board designated by the Declarant and replace any such
person cr persons with another person or other persons to serve on said Board. Removal and
replacement of any person or persons designated by Declarant (o serve on the Board shall be made
by written instrument delivered to any Officer of the Association, which instrument shall specify the
name or names of the person or persons 1o be removed, and the name or names of the person ot
persons designated as successor or successors to the person so removed from said Board. The
removal of any Director and designation of as successor shall be effective immediately upon delivery
of such written instrument by the Declarant to any Officer of the Association.

Section 3. Election of Dirgctors, Election of Directors, other than thosc designated by
the Declarant shali be conducted in the foltowing manner:

Al Eiection of Directors shall be held at the Annual Meeting of the Association except
in the event of a vacancy created which shall be filled pursuant to Paragraphs E. and F. of this
Section.

B. The first Board shall consist of three (3) persons designated by the Declarant which
number of Directors may be increased to no more than nine (9) Directors and shall serve until the
first Annual Meeting following the earlier to occur of (i) such time as is required by law, or (ii) the
later of: (a) December 31. 2021: (b) when the Declarant no ionger owns any Lot, Dwelling Unit or
other real property within Destiny Fast: or (¢) until such earlier date as is determined by the
Declarant, at the Declarant's sole discretion. Such date shall be referred to as the "Tumover Date”.
At the first Annual Meeting following the Turnover Date. Members other than the Declarant shall
elect one-third (1/3) of the members of the Board of Directors in the manner set forth in Paragraph
D. of this Section.

C. At least thirty {30) days prior to the Turnover Date, and thereafter thirty (30) days
prior to cach Annual Meeling, a Nominating Committec shall be chosen by the Board of Directors.
At the time of the Board's initial selection of the Nominating Committee, the Board of Directars
shall designate which one-third (1/3) of the Directors’ seats shall be subject to clection at the first
Annual Mecting following the Turnover Date; which cne-third (1/3) of the Dlirectors” seats shall be
subject to election at the second Annual Meeting following the Tumover Date, and which remaining
onc-third (1/3) of the Directors’ seats shall be subject to clection at the third Annual Meeting
following the Tumover Date. Nominations for the clection of Member elected Directors shall be
made by the Nominating Committee prior to the Annual Meeting and additional nominations shall
he taken from the floor at the Annual Meeting. A Member may nominate himself as a candidate for
the Board at the Annual Meeting. The Nominating Committee shall make nominations equal to one-
third (1/3) of the then total number of Direclors of the Association. There shall be no cumulative
voling. The election of cach Director shall require a plurality of the votes cast. Each Member is
entitled to cast their vote or votes for cach as many nominees as there are vacancies o be filled.

D. Upon the Declarant transferring control of the Association. as provided in Article 4
of the Declaration, Members other than the Declarant shall elect one-third (1:3) of the then Lotal
number of Directors of the Assaciation, in accordance with this Scction. Those Directors to be
clected by Members other than the Declarant at the first Annual Meeting following the Turnover
Jatc. shall be elected for a three (3) year term. At cach Annual Meeting subsequent to the first
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- Annual Meeting following the Tumover Date. the Nominating Committee shail present nominations
for ane-third {173} of the total number of Directors then serving and one-third (1/3) of the members
of the Beard of Directors shall be similarly elected each vear. As of the Tumover Date and
thereafter. Directors shall be elected to serve for a term of three (37 vears. Anyv increase or decrcase
of the number of Directors serving on the Board after the Tumover Date shall require the recording
of an amendment 1o these Bylaws duly adopted pursuant to the provisions of Article [N of these
Bylaws.

E. At any time after a majority of the Board is elected by Members other than the
Declarant. at any duly convened regular or special meeting of Members at which a quorum is
present, any one or more of the Directors clected by Members may be removed. with or without
cause, by the affirmative vote of Members casting not less than a majority of the total votes of the
membership of the Association. A successor may then and there be elected to fill any vacancy
created. Should the Members fail to elect a successer, the Board may fill the vacancy in the manner
pravided below.

F. If the office of any Director becomes vacant by reason of death. resignation,
retirement. disqualification, removal from office or ctherwise, a majority of the remaining Directors,
though less than a quorum. shall choose a successor who shall hold office for the balance of the
unexpired term of office he was chosen to {ill. The election held for the purposc of filling said
vacancy may be held at any regular or special meeting of the Board.

G. Any Director may resign at any time by sending a written notice of such resignation
1o the office of the Association. addressed to the President or Secretary.  Unless otherwise specified
therein, such resignation shall take effect upon receipt thereof by the Secretary. All of these
regulations are sclf-operating and shall become effective immediately upon the happening of the
event or the passage of the time provided for herein.

Section 4. Qrganizational Meeting, The organizational mecting of a newly clected Board
shall be held within ten {10) days of their election. at such lime and at such place as shall be fixed
by the Direclors at the meeting at which they were clected. and no notice of the organizational
mecting shal! be necessary.

Section §. Regular Meetings, Regular mectings of the Board of Directors may be held
at any place or places within Okaloosa County, Flarida on such davs and at such hours as the Board
of Dircctors may appoint or designate by resolution.

Section 6. Special Meelings, Special meetings of the Board of Directors may be called
at any time by the President, or by any three (1) members of the Board. or one-third (134 of the
Board, whichever is greater and may be held at any time and at any place or places within Okaloosa
County. Florida.

Section 7. Notice of Mestings, Notice of each regular or special meeting of the Board
of Directors or any committee of the Association. stating the time. place and purposc or purposes
thereof, shall be given by or on behal! of the President. or on behalf of the Secretary, or by or on
hehalf of two (21 members of the Board, 10 each member of the Board or in the case of a committee.
to cach member of the committee by that committee chairman. not less than forty-cight (481 hours
prior to the scheduled date of the special meeting by mail. telecopicer or overnight vourier. Notice
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-of Board meetings and committec meetings shall be posied in a conspicuous place on the
Association property at least forty-eight (48) hours in advance. except in an emergency. Meetings
of the Board of Directors and all committees shall be open to all Members. provided that Members
need not be permitted to participaie and need not be recognized at any such meeting. Any Director
or commitlee members, as the case may be. may waive notice of any meeting of the Board of
Directors or committee meeting for which notice is required to be given pursuant to the terms and
provisions of these Bylaws by signing a written Waiver of Notice before. during or after any such
mecting of the Board of Directors. Attendance by any Director or committec member at a regular
or special meeting shall be deemed to constitute that Director's or committeec member's waiver of
notice of such meeting. Noticc of any Board meeting at which assessments against Lots and
Duwelting Units are to be estabiished shall specifically contain a statement that assessments shall be
considered and a statement of the nature of such assessments.

Section 8. Quorum A quorum at a Directors’ meeting shall consist of the Directors
entitled to cast a majority of the votes of the entite Board. The acts of the Board approved by a
majority of the voles present at a meeting at which a quorum is present shall constitute the acts of
the Board except as specifically otherwise provided for in the Articles, these Bylaws or the
Declaration.

Section 9. Adjoumned Meetings, If. at any meeting of the Board of Directors. there is less
than a gquorum present. the majority of those present may adjourn the meeting from time to time until
a quorum is present. At any adjourned meeting, any husiness that might have been transacted at the
mecting as originally called may be transacted without further notice.

Section 10.  Joinder in Mecting By Approval of Minutes or Consent, The joinder or

consent of a Director in the action of a meeting by signing and concurring in the minutes of that
mecting. by signing an attendance list if written minutes are not available. or by executing a consent
to a proposal, shal] constitute the presence of that Director for the purpose of determining a quorum
andfar voting on a proposal.

Section 1. Presiding Officer, The presiding officer of Directors Meetings shall be the
President or in his absence. a Vice President. In the absence of the presiding officer. the Directors
present shall designate one of their number to preside.

Section 12, Order of Business. The order of husiness

at Directors’ meetings shall be:

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Section 13.  Minutes of Meetings, The minutes of all meetings of the Board or Directors
shall be kept in a book available for inspection by Owners, Members or their authorized
representative, and Board members at any reasonable time at the principal office of the Association
where copies may be purchased at a reasenable cost. The Association shall retain these minutes for
at lcast scven (7) vears.

Section 14.  Compensation. Directors’ fecs. if any. shall be determined by the Members
of the Association. Directors shall be entitled to receive reimbursement for all travel and reasonable
out-of-pocket cxpense incurred in atiending regularly called Directors’ meetings.  Such
reimbursement must be approved in advance by the Board. Nothing hercin contained shall be
construed to preclude a Director from serving the Association in any other capacity and receiving
compensation therefor. The compensation of all emplovees of the Association shall be fixed by the
Directors.

Section 15. Powers and Duties. All of the powers and duties of the Association shall be
exercised by the Board, including those cxisting under the common law and statotes, the Articles.
these Bylaws and the Declaration. Any or all of such powers and duties may be delegated by the
Roard. in its =ole discretion to the Executive Director, President. or other Officer of the Association.
Such powers shall include, without limiting the generality of the foregoing. the following:

A. To make. levy and collect Assessments against Members and Members' Lots and
Dweliing Units to defray the costs of maintenance of Common Property and to use the proceeds of
said Assessments in the exercise of the powers and duties granted to the Association;

B. The maintenance, repair. replacement. operation. improvement and management of
the Common Property wherever the same is required 1o be done and accomplished by the
Association for benefit of its Members;

C. The repairs, additions, reconstruction and improvements to, or alterations of, the
Commen Property and repairs to and restoration of the Common Property in accardance with the
provisions of the Declaration after damage or destruction by fire or other casualty, or as a result of
condemnation or eminent domain proceedings or otherwise;

D. To make and amend Rules and Regulations and Bvlaws governing the use of the
Commaon Property so long as such Rules and Regulations or amendments thereto do not conflict with
the rights, privileges, restrictions and limitations which may be placed upon the use of such property
under the terms of the Articles and Declaration:

L. To acquire, operate. lease, manage. and otherwise trade and deal with property. real
and personal, including Lots and Dwelling Units and as may be necessary or convenicent in the
operation and management of the Commen Proeprty and in accomplishing the purposes st forth in
the Declaration;

F. To cxercisc and enforce by legal means the provisions of the Arnticles and By-laws,
the Declaration and the Rules and Reguiations hereinafter promulgated goveming use of the
Commaon Property and all powers. incidental thereto;

G. To pay all taxes and asscssments which are liens against any pan of the Propeny other
than 1.ots and Dwelling Uinits and to assess the same against the Members and their respective Lots
and Dwelling Units subject to such liens:

H. To carry insurance for the protection of the Members and Association against casualty
and liahility. as deemed necessary by the Board of Directors:
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
